COURSE DESCRIPTION
The purpose of this course is to experience and learn about intercultural communication: the study of face-to-face communication between persons with significantly different beliefs, values, expectations, and assumptions. A theoretical overview is presented; however, the course emphasis relies on its unique student composition; students from a variety of cultural backgrounds (national origin, ethnicity, age, gender, etc.) are encouraged to enroll in this course. The resulting student-to-student dynamic offers a unique opportunity to experience and learn about practical similarities and differences between people of different cultural backgrounds.

Subject Learning Objectives

At the end of the semester, students completing Comm 124 with a grade of C or better will be able to:
 
1. Identify the cultural facets of face-to-face communication with a person from a different culture: assessment will include collection of working or formal papers and/or presentations, and/or in class activities, exams and/or assignments.

2. Locate, analyze and select information to explore the influences of cultural background on communication: assessment will include collection of working or formal papers and/or presentations, and/or in class activities, exams and/or assignments.

3. Construct an in depth analysis of culture’s influence in a specific context; assessment will include collection of working or formal papers and/or presentations.
